English literature (1900-1939)

London was the centre of English-language literary life, until the World War I started. It took an abrupt end to the long period of ease and comfort the British upper and Middle Classes had enjoyed and become accustomed to. Before, many writers settled down here, British such as Americans, even Irish. The writers describe their characters in the books from their inside, it means that the readers were thrown right into the characters mind and share their thoughts as they pass trough their heads. Characters did not longer being described from the outside.
After the Great War many writers were disillusioned with England. Their disillusionment showed not only in their work, many writers actually left the country.
