“Stupid white men” is written by the author Michael Moore. He was born in Flint, Michigan. Michael Moore is not just an author, he is also a performer and a filmmaker. He is behind the Emmy –winning series TV Nation and The Awful Truth and is also the director behind the award-winning Roger & me. His latest film Bowling for Columbine won an Oscar, but he is probably most know for his international bestseller Dude, Where’s my country.

Stupid white men, that pretty much sums it up. This book is about how men ruin and have ruined this world, well mostly about how they’ve ruined America – You can’t really expect him to write about all of the men that have done something bad to this world, if so he would still be writing it and would probably never finish it. Because every single day a man finds a way to make this world a worse(r) place – I know worser isn’t a word, but in this case it should be one.
    Anyways the book starts out with Michael explaining how tuff it was for him to get his book out. Manly because of his harsh words that the publisher found offensive to the victims of 9/11. The book should have been shipped out to the stores on 9/11, but the publisher demanded a rewrite. The thing was that they had already printed 50 000 copies and the publisher, ReganBooks was going to burn them. Now ReganBooks wanted Moore to change 50% of his Book, something Moore would never do, so his books sat in a warehouse at ReganBooks. 
    Moore called the people at ReganBooks and asked them what was happening with his book, and he didn’t get the replay he wanted. The people at ReganBooks didn’t want to be the publisher of Moore’s book anymore, they said that it went against their new image – Finally the 9 of February 2002 he got his book published exactly as he had written it and the 50 000 copies finally got shipped out to the bookstores.

The old edition had nothing about 9/11 and in the new one he also added the story about his fight with ReganBooks and getting it published with all the foul language in Great Britten.  Michael said the use of the F-word and calling Bush an A-hole were totally necessary – I agree indeed, his words would feel so empty otherwise. 
    The Book is absolutely amazingly well written and the info you get out of it gives you a new perspective about how “everybody’s trying to screw you over” as Moore him self would of said. He talks openly about everything; like that having black employees is more efficient then white employees. He made several list about how you stay alive as a black person, white person, CEO of large company. And then explains how wrong it really is, that these list really work and are pretty much a reflection of how it goes down today.
