Australia

Australia is the sixth largest country in the world. Its climate ranges from hot and tropical in the north, to cool and wet in the south. It is one of the flattest countries on Earth.

The mountains have been worn down by wind and water over millions of years. They are now rounded rather than steep. The highest ranges have snow in the winter and people enjoy skiing on them.

Unique animals

There are many species of animals, which are only found in the wild Australia. As well kangaroos, there are koalas, wombats, possums and wallabies, all belonging to a group of animals called marsupials, which keep their young in pouches.

Wombats

Wombats are pouched mammals whose closest relative is the koala. Unlike koalas they live completely on the fround and in burrow. Each wombat has several borrows which it may share with other wombats. But every wombat has its own separate feeding area.

Wombats are active at night, when they emerge to feed on grasses, or sometimes the roots of trees and shrubs. They may have to travel several kilometres in search of food.

Koalas

The koala is sometimes called the koala bear. However, it is not a bear at all but a marsupial, which carries its young in a pouch, like a kangaroo. Koalas are climbing animals, living among the branches of eucalyptus forest in Australia.

Koalas generally sleep for about 18 hours a day and are mainly active in the evening. it eats just like a wombats almost eucalyptus leaf.

Kangaroo

Kangaroos and their smaller relatives the wallabies and the rat kangaroos are marsupials or pouched mammals. Kangaroos produce only one baby at a time. 

All kangaroos have powerful back legs and long narrow hind feet. When mowing slowly, they drop onto all fours and use their tails for extra support. At higher speed, they hop, their tails swinging up and down to balance them
