Childhood


John Fitzgerald Kennedy was born in Brookline, Massachusetts on May  the 29 th 1917.


His father was rich and he worked as an ambassador to Great Britain under the rule of Franklin D Roosevelt.


As a boy, Kennedy was interested in watersports, and bussiness, as his father was a famous bussinessman. Kennedy graduated from Harvard University 1940 and he was a hard working boy  in school. An ambitious and responsible young man!





First step into politics


After school, in the second world war he joined the Navy and served as a captain on a torpedo boat. When his boat was rammed by a Japanese destroyer, he saved several lives on men in his crew, although he was injured himself and he had to spend lots of time on hospital after the accident. During the recovery, he got a message of his brother's decease, and it was at that point, he decided to step into the politics, and in some way ”take over” after his brother who, before his death, was involved in political work.


When Kennedy returned home, he joined the Democratical party.





Political carrieer


In 1953 he advanced the senate.


In 1953 Kennedy got married to Jacqueline Bouvier, and they had a few children, and one of them JFK Junior, recently died in a plane crash.


1956 John tryed to become the vice president,


but he failed.


But in 1960, he ran for the presidents post instead. He fought against the Republicans partys nominee Richard Nixon. Kennedy won the election, but it was very narrow, he won with only 112 000 votes. At 43 years old, he was the youngest man ever too be the president, and also the first roman Catholic ever in history.


In 1961 USA tryed to invade Cuba because they wanted to get rid of the dictator Fidel Castro. In other words; it was Kennedy who started the Cuba Crisis. But he admits that it was a big mistake since it almost ended in  nuclearwar.





One of Kennedy's famous speaches to the Amarican people goes like this: "Don't ask what the country can do for you, -bur what you can do for the country".

The Murder


In the fall of 1963 Kennedy began to plan his strategy for reelection.


He flew across the country to win votes.


On 20 November, while riding in an open limousine through Dallas, Texas, Kennedy was shot in the head and neck by a sniper.


He was rushed to nearest hospital, but all efforts to revive him failed.


The police found the murderer some hours later.


His name was Lee Harvey Oswald and he was a former marine soldier.


But he was also killed some days later by a nightclub owner, Jack Ruby.


Many people all over the world don´t think that Oswald was the only sniper. 


President Kennedys funeral was watched by millions of people all over the world.
