Nelson Mandela is a black South African nationalist leader. He was imprisoned for 26 years because he didn't like the government. 1928 was Mandela born in Transkei, he is a son of a tribal chief. He was educated as a lawyer at the university of witwaterstrand in 1942.





As a member of the African Nationalist Congress (ANC) Mandela quickly become conflict with the government.





In 1962 Mandela was arrested again (he was arrested in 1956 but they released him four years later). When he was imprisoned took his wife, Winni Mandela over the fight against apartheid, People all over the world wanted Nelson Mandela released, but the government ignored.





In 1989 F. W. de Clerk became president of South Africa. He believed that apartheid must end and black people should say whatever they want to. In 1990 he released Nelson Mandela and Mandela became president of the ANC. He made black people could vote, and ANC won the election and Mandela became president of South Africa.

Apartheid





After the war came nationalists to power and introduced a policy of apartheid. Apartheid means that black and white people should not be together. Apartheid is an African word meaning apartness or separation.





Ten black homelands were established, each was allocated to a specific black African group. Together the homelands made up about 13 percent of the land.





Black people who worked in a white zone were not allowed to live in a white zone. Black people had to carry documents that shows from which part they come from and where they work.





Schools were separated, black and white students didn't go to the same school. Even the schoolsbuses were separated.
