In the next morning the moved forward then the they were attacked by a big army of Sioux. The fight for about tree hours then the Sioux drew back. The wounded in the army were sent back to fort Fetterman and the came reinforcements. The Sioux won a copal of fights. After a battle Sitting Bull performed an important religious ritual called a Sun Dance. The Sun Dance was a type of self-torture. When Sitting Bull emerged from his trance, he told of his vision of soldiers falling from the sky.
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But when the found gold in the Black Hills more and more white men came. They wanted to have that gold. The Sioux tribe wanted that gold too. So there was many figts between Indians and the white man. In the Little Big Horn River there was a fight  between the army and the Sioux. In the end of the day there were over 200 men dead in the army. Sitting Bull thought   that the US government would leave him alone but they didn’t.
