   Stephen King has also written , among other books, "The Shining", "Cujo", "It", "The Tommyknockers" and "Insomnia". He was born in Portland, Maine in 1947. Stephen was his parents second son. He graduated from the University of Maine at Orono in 1970. 1971 he married Tabitha Spruce. Two years later, Doubleday & Co. accepted the novel "Carrie" for publication. It was published in the spring of 1974. 

   Stephen and Tabitha King have three children: Naomi Rachel, Joe Hill and Owen Phillip.

   Many of Stephen Kings works have been produced as films, for example "Carrie", "The Dead Zone", "The Shining", "Christine", "'Salem's Lot", "Firestarter", "Cujo", "Pet Sematary", and "Misery", as well as several others.

"Desperation" is about a bunch of different people, who travel along Interstate 50 in Nevada, USA, and their destiny. They are all being stopped by a weird cop, under very strange circumstances. The cop takes them to a lonely town, called Desperation, where they are locked in, together with other prisoners from Interstate 50.
