Before I begin I would like to tell you that this is a terrible violence book. It contains a lot of violent pornografic scenes and loads of killing and gore. 

The book is about a man who is 27 years old and lives on Manhattan. It’s the late 80th and he’s an ordinary yuppie with Armani suits and well polished shoes etc. The thing that is characteristic  for this man  is his interest, not just theoretically but physically, killing and torturing. 

The main character Patrick Pat Bateman is some kind of businessman. He takes care of wealthy persons money and make them even richer. 

He him self is also very rich and he’s raised in an extremely rich family. 

He never dine at home. He dine at fashionable restaurants where the booze and the coke flows. 

There aren’t really a plot in this book, because there only is one character (he kills the rest) and it is he who tells the book to the reader. It’s like a diary where Pat Bateman describes, very detailed, what he does.

He describes every person he meet very detailed but not if they’re friendly, nice, egoistic etc. he only describes what they’re wearing. 

He tells the brands and often the prizes of the clothes and accessories that every person he meet. 

That becomes rather irritating after a while dough the information that, the girl in the queue is wearing a forest green knitted cashmere pullover by DKNY and a pair of Dolce Gabana Women Collection jeans in black coloured denim, is useless for me. 

But that is the way Pat Bateman thinks. He’s not interested in meeting a nice loving women he could spend the rest of his life with.  No, his only interest is checking the women’s breast and ass

Because if she have big breasts and tight ass, she is a possible object of rape . 

The book contains several rapes with ritual torturing and killing after wards the act. These scenes are very detailed described.

Bateman lives in a world where feelings are not accepted and money is the only that counts. 

Everyone looks tremendous (suntan, manicured nails, fresh body etc) and it’s the world that forces him to the killing. He can buy anything he wants to and I think Bateman is a symbol of the gloominess in today’s money society. 

The author Bret Easton Ellis have forced his character to the edge, and even over. Bateman could, as much as he is a psychopath, been an introvert philatelist nudist living in the forest on his spare time. But that is not as fascinating as a mass-murderer.

Bateman is a real Dr Jekle and Mr Hyde creature and sometimes he speaks of himself in third person, which I interpret as his split personalities. Sometimes it is his evil twin who kill and rape.

Actually I really like this book. Not that I am very fond of executions, sexual abuse and deceptions but the book is much more. It have a cold but even though some humour. 

The world Bret Easton Ellis describes is awful without expressions of happiness, tenderness and warmth. But the world is fascinating. I can’t really describe why. 

The author seizes the reader from the very first page and leads the reader through the book to the end. That is very difficult to write but nice because it gives the reader more time to reflect. To see the human behind the mask.
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
