Mao Tse-Tung: The Beginning





Mao is probably the most powerful man who has ever lived. He ruled over a billion people in almost twentyfive years. The more than nine million square kilometers of land that he controlled was worth more than 980 billion dollars. He had an army with fore million soldiers at his disposal.





Mao was born in1893 on the 26th of December in a home of a fairly well-to-do peasant in Hunan. His father was born poor and had to build up his own wellfare.








1911, when Mao went to middle school in Changsha he became caught up in the political instability, that followed after the revolution led by Dr. SunYat-Sen.


He quit his studies but after a time in a revolutionary army he started to do some self-studies in the library of Hunan.


He took grate interest in the work of Darwin, Mill and Rousseau.





Mao took a course that would make him a teacher, but after finishing the course he started working as a low paid assistant at the University library in Peking in the year 1918.





The CCP


�The Chinese Communist party is the core of leadership of the whole Chinese people. Without this core, the cause of socialism cannot be victorious. �





At the university he found his first allies, the chief of the library Li Tachao and a professor named Chen Tuhsui. They where real Marxists and the three of them would be the formers of the CCP (China Communist Party).


The day the CCP was founded can be dated to the May 4 uprising in 1919.
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Mao Tse-Tung was one of the twelve delegates at the `First Congress`, and when the membership of the CCP totaled in 57 members in 1921 he became the party's general secretary for Hunan.








By 1925 there was only 900 members of the CCP, so the CCP decided to join forces with the KMT so that they wouldn't vanish. The KMT had plans for a ´Northern Expedition`. The northern expedition was a plan to bring all of China under KMT control.





�No political party can possibly lead a great revolutionary movement to victory unless it possesses a revolutionary theory�.





Mao was very active in the KMT and was criticized by CCP member for it. They thought that he spend to much time whit the KMT.





The Civil War





The CCP Started to grow fast, the party had almost 60.000 members.


The leader of the KMT, General Chiang Kai-Shek saw this as a threat and ordered a massacre of CCP members. Over the following months the CCP lost 50.000 members.





Mao was determined to make the KMT pay for what they had done. 


He managed to gain control over four regiments an launched an assault on Changsa. He tought that it would be easy but they suffered losses. After a week there was only one thousand soldiers left. They took shelter in the mountains of Chirgkangsham.  





He now know that he had to have stronger ground to stand on if he where to attack the KMT. He took control in the South by telling the peasants that they where mistreated. He convinced them to revolt against and kill the landlords.


In February 1930 Mao Tse-Tung was able to declare the South-West Soviet Provincial Government.
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Mao was now able to build up a army witch was given the name Red guerrillas.


He started attacking the KMT but was soon forced back.





Mao´s guerrilla was again forced up in the mountains by the KMT, and made a brake for it and managed to escape from the mountains. Mao had now an army of 85.000 troops and 15.000 party members with him.


Mao and his companions began the �long march�, the retreat from the harassment of the KMT. Of the 100.000 that took of from the camp, only 20.000 managed to arrive at Yenan base a full year later.

The army of the CCP was now almost exterminated and if it had not been for the Japanese Invasion 1937 Mao would probably lost the civil war. Under WW2 Mao had time to rebuild the army, and in the end of WW2 the Red Army had grown to a force of one million soldiers and tow million peoples militia.





At the end of WW2 the KMT was not as strong as it used to be. The KMT tried to negotiant whit the CCP but it only produced a full scale civil war in 1946.
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Due to the overwhelming forces of the CCP, the KMT forces gave up and on the 1st of October in 1949 The People´s Republic of China was declared. 








The End of Mao





At the age of 56 Mao Tse-Tung was now the leader of the most powerful political party to existed to date. 


In the first year of CCP control, three million people lost there lives for saying there opinion of the CCP.





In 1964 quotations from Chairman Mao (more known as Mao´s little red) was published. It was filled with Mao´s writings and speeches of the communist philosophy.








Chairman Mao Tse-Tung passed away on the 9th of September 1979, 86 years old.
