“The Vampire Lestat” by Anne Rice - Evaluation

My very first impression of the book is that the writer Anne Rice’s language is very complicated and a huge number of new words occurred, but after a chapter, which is quite many pages, you get used to it actually, so that’s not such a big problem any longer. The language she uses is also very sophisticated and well formulated, with thought about that the book is meant to be like a biography written by the vampire Lestat, a nobleman born around the 18th century. 

Lestat, the main character is very self-confidant as a person. He likes to make fun of other people and always puts himself first in every situation. Unlike a lot of other vampires you get to know in these books, he don’t kill people just for surviving, he also has his own little interest to play with his food… 
But apart from his repulsive habits he talks like a gentleman and is very fond of living in the lap of luxury and participates in culture events like arts, classical music concerts and theatres for example. He’s close to inhuman though he almost doesn’t even have a conscious. 
Another important character in this book is Lestat’s best friend Nicky, or Nicholas, whom he meets in Lestat’s village of birth. When he meets him neither of them are a vampire yet. Because of Lestat’s great hate for his father and brothers the two of them leaves the little village in the beginning of the book and moves to Paris together with a travelling theatre. Nicky is as a person very calm in opposite to Lestat. He spends most of his time playing on his violin which is his dearest property. He is intelligent and wise and not as spontaneous as Lestat either. 
“I am the vampire Lestat. I’m immortal. More or less. The light of the sun, the sustained heat of an intense fire – these things might destroy me. But then again, they might not.”
   These sentences are the first ones in the book and I new directly that they were the right ones for this question. Why is because it’s very important to know, when you read these books, how to kill a vampire. It’s kind of what this long story enemates from and it will come back in each book. Just these lines are also typical for the language of the rest of the book. 
Another important character is Nicholas. The thing he wants to do most in life is to play on his violin and succeed as a musician. But unfortunally he began playing too late and everyone in the book also says that he’ll never make it anywhere, and that he should’ve started sooner. 

The thing is that I feel so sorry for him because he’s such a good person, and you can even see his yearning eyes when you read just because she describes everything so well.
This is the second book in this very special series, and I think you should be a person who enjoys the language of the book more, or as much, as you appreciate how much “action” the story contains. 
I personally think that the author Anne Rice is close to a genius to come up with this really unique story and if you are more into complicated and well thought out backgrounds of a history this book series will totally blow you away.
