Aborigines!
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Aborigines are Australia’s people over 40 thousand years.
They think aborigines took a boat to Australia from Southeast Asia across Indonesia.

Aborigines are the oldest people who live today.

When the first European’s came to Australia it lived 500 – 700 thousand aborigines in different groups.

The women picked nuts, berries, took care of home, and they hunted small animals.
The men they hunted and were fishing.

They lived in huts and they had not animals and they had weapons self made like boomerang and many different weapons.

They lived about 20 – 50 people in each tribe. 

It was 200 different languages that the aborigines spoke.
They have different dialects too and they moved from place to place.

The Aborigines, they lived or live in Australia today.
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The aborigine’s begin in a poetical work was “when you cut in a tree so cut you in mine veins, when you bore in a rock so bore you in my rib”.

That means the dreamtime is a concept as about of how universal, the earth, the people, the animals and nature creation. But that it’s from tribe to tribe or from region to region.

Kangaroo!
The name kangaroo come from colonists who came to Australia.

Kangaroo is a marsupial.

The Latin name is Macropus robustus and they can be about 1, 5 metres and weigh about 70 kilo

They can be 25 years old.

Kangaroo eat a lot of many different wild flowers and other vegetable fibres so they can jump.
They can jump about 12 metres high and to 80 kilometres fast in an hour.

When they become get pairs it will be a very big war between the males.

When the kangaroo kid has born it is about 1 centimetre and must fin its way to its mothers pouch there it can drink milk so it can be a big kangaroo.
When they are 8 months can they go them selves but they can sometimes jump in to the pouch when they are afraid or tired.
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Koala!
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Koala is a marsupial.

That is about a lot of different arts in the koala families and they are night animals.

The koala lives alone in a three.
The Latin name is Phascolarctos cinereous and they can be about 60 - 85 centimetres and weigh about 7 - 12 kilos.

They can be 13 - 18 years old.

Koalas eat much eucalyptus leaves and live in east and South Australia.
Koala’s kid is 2 centimetres when it is born it climbs to this mothers pouch there it can drink milk so it can be a big koala, same as kangaroo’s kids.

When they are 6 months they look out from the pouch and when they begin to climb so can they ride on their mother’s back.

The koala is protected after all hunts.

They hunt because they want the coats.
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The Great Barrier Reef!
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The Great Barrier Reef is the world's largest coral reef.
The reef is located in the Coral Sea the coast of Queensland in north-east Australia.

It stretches over 2000 kilometres in length and can be seen from space.
An ancient barrier reef similar to the Great Barrier Reef can be found in The Kimberlies.

The Great Barrier Reef is the best place for snorkelling or diving.

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That begin north of Fraser Island and it’s over 2000 kilometres north to Papa New Guinea.
