After they have played in the division 2 they moved up to division 1, but the team move up and down between the leagues. Chelsea was very good on produce successfully players but was not so good on keeping them. They did only one time reach the cup final, the cup final is called Khaki final because the war. One time did Chelsea Fc have 5 strikers who all did been in the national team. They did win the division 1 for the first time and the year was 1955. When you win division 1 you get to play in the European Cup but the football society did stop Chelsea from playing in the European cup, they didn’t want any English football team should play in foreign cups. 
Chelsea Fc was one the first in England and in the world to establish a youth section with a team and professional players. After they were in the division 2 again they did come up in the division 1. The manager Gianluca Vialli did take over Chelsea only after about 4 months did Chelsea won League cup, cupwinnercup and super cup. 
After a time did Gianluca replaced with a manager who’s name was Claudio Ranieri but he did not stay very long, he did leave the club 2003. After a year did the rich Roman Abramovitj take over the club Chelsea and Chelsea have changed from stock to joint-stock.

In 2004 did a new manger come and his name was Jose Mourinho, he did almost direct win the league cup and premier league (division 1) and year was 2005.
